As part of this effort, the Winanga-y Postdoctoral Fellow will collaborate broadly across CSIRO to support improved sustainable dry-fractionation outcomes for a range of innovative ingredients, including protein concentrates. The Fellow will support: 
1) providing deeper understanding of the mechanisms to dry fractionate biomass that is high in fibre or high fat and the equipment insights/modifications that enable such separation, 
2) designing and optimising transformation treatments pre- and post- of dry fractionation within the research project and across industry projects, and
3) elucidating and characterising fractions generated in successive pre-treatment, dry fractionation and post-treatment steps, and determining product-function applications into specific foods.

· Communicate research results to clients and the scientific community through oral and written reports and act as a trusted advisor.
· Carry out research investigations requiring originality, creativity and innovation.
· Record, manage, and analyse data/information using relevant domain data science techniques.

If a candidate has submitted, but their PhD has not yet been formally attained, the starting salary will be CSOF4-1 ($96811.00). Upon CSIRO receiving written confirmation that the PhD has been awarded (within a six month period from commencement date), the salary will be increased to the negotiated level and the difference will be back-paid to the Officer’s start date.
